ARRA High Speed Passenger Rail Project Application — PIN $937.51.171, EC-01

Background - This project was identified in the New York State Rail Plan, 2009 as an
investment for addressing critical capacity and bottleneck constraints as well as operational
improvements that will improve the fluidity of the multi-purpose rail network.

This was one of 38 ARRA rail grant applications the Department submitted to improve high
speed intercity passenger rail. This project was selected by the FRA and needs to be added to
the TIPs for the following MPOs: NYMTC, PDCTC, CDTC, HOTCS, SMTC, GTC and
GBNRTC. In addition, this project is consistent with the Statewide Transportation Master Plan
strategies to enhance functioning of existing multi-modal systems and to enhance reliability of
intercity passenger rail services. It is also consistent with previous initiatives/strategies in the
plans and TIPs for the above-mentioned MPOs with respect to these services.

Project Description:

Empire Corridor Planning - PIN S§937.51.171 - This project advances the evaluation of public
need for and identification of specific high speed rail enhancements through the Empire Corridor
and especially between Albany and Niagara Falls. It will allow development of a corresponding
Tier I EIS and Service Development Plan (including Market Assessment, Operational plan and
Baseline & Proposed Service Simulation) , both of which are needed to obtain necessary
additional funds for improving intercity passenger service on the Empire Corridor.

Tasks will include preparation of the preliminary drafts for both the Service Development Plan
and the Environmental Document based on the project scoping report, development of feasible
alternatives, preliminary plans, establishing design criteria standards, studies of social, economic
and environmental impacts, internal and external stakeholder input (which may include a public
information meeting), eliminating unfeasible alternatives and continued development of
remaining feasible alternative(s) for the proposed service. The expected outcome of this effort is
the identification of specific improvements (projects) along the Empire Corridor to meet the
service improvement goals.

Planning project (TIP # 007-10-R43, PIN S93751)
WHEREAS,

1. The 2007-2012 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) identifies those projects to
receive federal transportation funding within the nine-county GTC planning region;

2. The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) High Speed Rail initiative includes
funding for the Empire Corridor Planning project;

3. NYSDOT proposes the following change to the 2007-2012 T1P:
a. Empire Corridor Planning (TIP # 007-10-R43, PIN $93751) — Add a new project with

a total cost of $3,600,000 ($1,000,000 Federal); Add a Preliminary Engineering
phase at a cost of $3,600,000 ($1,000,000 Federal);

4, The source of Federal funds is the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
High Speed Rail initiative (Federal Railroad Administration portion);

5. The proposed change is described on the attached Project Detail Sheet;

6. The timing of this project is such that an amendment of the 2007-2012 TIPis now called
for; and

7. The Council is satisfied that this amendment of the 2007-2012 TIPis within the limits of
reasonably expected funding resources and is consistent with the Long Range
Transportation Plan.
